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The  National Endowment for
Democracy (NED) has earned its
reputation as “the second CIA” for good
reason: it was set up in 1983 as a pet
project of CIA Director William Casey.
One of the key figures behind the NED
concept, Allen Weinstein, put it this
way in 1991: “A Jot of what we do today
was done covertly by the CIA 25 years
ago.” Political scientist William Blum
and former CIA officer Philip Agee later
arrived at much the same conclusion.

The NED concerns itself with scouting
out, grooming, and bankrolling
influence agents across the globe to
orchestrate “color revolutions.” Among
its earliest successes in subversive
operations is reckoned to be its backing
of the Polish trade union Solidarity,
which staged mass walkouts in Poland
throughout the 1980s. More recent NED
undertakings include laying
the groundwork for Georgia’s Rose
Revolution in 2003, funneling money
into Ukraine’s Orange Revolution in
2004, and supporting the Euromaidan
protests of 2013 — 2014. China’s Ministry
of Foreign Affairs released a study
in 2024 pointing to the NED’s role
in fomenting the Arab Spring during
the 2010s. In 2026, China’s news agency
Xinhua Daily Telegraph reported that
the Endowment had bankrolled
protests across Arab  countries
by channeling funds through NGOs
in Egypt, Yemen, Jordan, Algeria, Syria
and Libya, all under the guise
of women’s rights advocacy, press
freedom work, and human rights
campaigning. US media outlets have
likewise corroborated the NED’s
involvement in the Arab Spring.
On February 9, 2011, for instance, Voice

In 2022, the NED orchestrated
propaganda efforts in support of Iran’s
anti-hijab  protests, which then
escalated into an attempted
government overthrow. Much of the
media agitation and disinformation
was carried out by journalist Masih
Alinejad, who had been drawing NED
funds since 2015. The Endowment also
funneled money to the Center for
Human Rights in Iran (CHRI), the
Human Rights Activists News Agency
(HRANA), and other Iranian activists.
The footprint of NED-funded NGOs and
activists has shown up in the internal
affairs of countries as varied as Serbia,
the Philippines, China, Russia, and
Nigeria, among many others. Under one
of its projects, the Sharp Power
knowledge platform (sharppower.org),
the NED currently lists its work as
directed against five states — China,
Russia, Iran, Saudi Arabia, and the
United Arab Emirates.

Though the NED bills itself as
a non-governmental organization, it is
in effect answerable to the US Congress.
Its board of directors has always
included several members of Congress:
two from the House of Representatives
and two honorary members from the
Senate, with one Republican and one
Democrat from each chamber. At
present, the congressional
representatives on the board are:

Senator Tim Kaine — a Democrat who
has been on the NED board since 2020.
In 2016, he was Hillary Clinton’s
vice-presidential running mate. He
may have ties to the Jesuit order:
according to his official biography, he
attended a Jesuit preparatory school
for boys in Kansas City, and early in
his career he spent several months
working at a Jesuit mission in
Honduras. In the Senate, he serves as
Vice Chair of the Armed Services
Subcommittee on Readiness and as
Vice Chair of the Foreign Relations
Subcommittee on Near East, South
Asia, Central Asia, and
Counterterrorism.

Senator Todd Young — a Republican
who joined the NED board in 2024.
A career military officer, he retired
with the rank of captain in the Marine
Corps.

Notably, Victoria Nuland - the US
politician widely known for her part in
orchestrating color revolutions — has
sat on the NED board from 2018 to the
present. She is often described as the
chief architect of the regime change
operation in Ukraine.

The Endowment draws its funding
from Congress and reports back to
Congress each year on its activities and
its plans for the year ahead. The NED
also posts on its website an annual
breakdown of grants awarded under its

An examination of the
grants handed out by the National
Endowment for Democracy shows that
it operates most vigorously against
nations that are at odds with the United
States. As of July 15, 2025, the NED's
active grants stood at $335,840,176.

Among Asian countries, the lion’s share
of funding goes to initiatives aimed
at China ($12,231,114), against which
Donald Trump had already declared a
trade war back in 2018. Among
European nations, Ukraine tops the list
(812,546,500), serving as a staging
ground for the West's proxy war with
Russia. In Latin America, Venezuela
(87,660,138) comes out on top - its
president was abducted by
US operatives in February 2026, and
the country is now de facto under
American control. In Africa, Nigeria
receives the most funding ($4,593,274),
where some of the population have been
staging unsuccessful protests against
the deployment of US troops. In the
Middle East and North Africa region,
Turkey ($4,766,920) and Afghanistan
(84,637,100) are running neck and neck
for first place. Turkey is vying with the

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United States for influence across the
Middle East (e.g., Syria) and Asia (e.g.,
Afghanistan). It is worth noting that
2025 saw large-scale protests break out
in Turkey, which have also been dubbed
the “Pot Revolution.” In Eurasia, NED
activity is centered on Russia
(814,909,731). The anti-Russia project
can also be seen as encompassing the
$31,254,474 funnel led into NGOs across
post-Soviet states (including Ukraine).

A further distinguishing feature of the
NED’s subversive work against China
and Russia is its funding of programs
aimed at identifying, analyzing, and
countering their influence in other
regions. As of July 15, 2025, $5,212,092
had been set aside for the “China in
the World” program and $499,430
for “Russia in the World” - this being in
addition to the $31,254,474 mentioned
above for post-Soviet countries).

The NED’s track record in subversive
