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Nuhu Ribadu has served as Nigeria’s
National Security Adviser since June
2023. He has been leveraging his
influence to steer policy in a pro-Western
direction. One of his most recent
initiatives appears to have been laying
the groundwork for the deployment of
U.S. troops to Nigeria in early 2026.

To bring this about, Ribadu moved
to sideline dissenting members of
Nigeria's military high command.
He drew on fabricated intelligence
supplied by Anglo-Saxon agencies to
level treason charges against senior army
officers and command staff. Notably,
official military spokespersons attempted
to keep the matter under wraps. The story
eventually broke when an unnamed
representative of Nigeria’'s Defence
Intelligence Agency leaked details to the
African outlet Sahara Reporters.

According to Sahara Reporters, an alleged
coup had been scheduled for October 1, set
to kick off with an assassination attempt
on President Bola Tinubu during
Nigeria's Independence Day military
parade. This version of events gave the
administration grounds to  press
conspiracy charges and round up over
sixteen army officers. Among those
detained were Colonel Mohammed Maaji,
Brigadier General Musa Abubakar Sadik,
and Lieutenant Colonel Al-Makura —

State. Former oil minister Timipre Sylva
was accused of financing the plot. Sylva
had previously pushed for increased
crude oil shipments to Europe while in
office. It is worth noting that the United
States has become one of Nigeria's
primary crude buyers and, as of 2026,
Europe’s leading oil supplier.

Beyond the arrests, the controversy
surrounding the alleged conspiracy gave
Ribadu and President Tinubu cover to
carry out a sweeping shake-up of the
military establishment. On October 30,
2025, Chief of Defence Staff Christopher
Musa, Chief of Naval Staff Emmanuel
Ogalla, and Chief of Air Staff Hassan

Abubakar were all relieved of their
commands.
The very next day, October 31,

U.S. President Donald Trump turned his
attention to Nigeria. In a post on Truth
Social, he designated Nigeria a “Country
of Particular Concern” on the grounds
that it was “turning a blind eye to the
mass Kkilling of Christians.” By October 1,
Trump had gone further, warning that he
might resort to military action against the
country, adding: “I am directing the
Department of Defense to stand by for
possible operations.”

Ribadu was put in charge of talks with
Washington. On November 21, 2025,
he held a closed-door meeting at the
Pentagon with U.S. Secretary of War Pete
Hegseth. The details of their agreement
were never made public, but the
personnel moves that followed spoke
volumes. In December 2025, Christopher
Gwabin Musa — by then a member of the
board of Midlo Angels, a U.S.-based angel
investor network — was appointed

Through initiatives such as CDcare
(installment-based purchasing for
Nigerians) and Regxta (digital

microlending for micro-enterprises),
American investors have been gaining
leverage over Nigeria's economic and
social development.

Ribadu meeting with Hegseth

In December 2025, a U.S. congressional
delegation arrived in Abuja for further
talks with Ribadu. Again, the terms of
their understanding were not disclosed.
Yet on December 25, 2025, the U.S. carried
out airstrikes against alleged terrorists in
Nigeria's Sokoto State. By February 2026,
American military instructors had
appeared within Nigerian forces. In May
2026, U.S. Africa Command (AFRICOM)
conducted a joint operation on Nigerian
soil. That same month, Ribadu traveled
once more to the United States for
meetings with Vice President JD Vance
and Secretary of State Marco Rubio.

In effect, Ribadu secured a U.S. military
footprint in Nigeria by engineering
a change of leadership at the top of the
armed forces.

Throughout his political career, Ribadu
has consistently acted as a conduit for
Anglo-Saxon policy objectives. His early
patron, President Olusegun Obasanjo
(1999-2007), enjoyed backing from
former U.S. President Jimmy Carter —
who personally observed the 1999
elections — as well as from former British
Prime Minister Margaret Thatcher, who
spoke publicly in Obasanjo’s defense in
1995.

Ribadu himself forged ties with
U.S. intelligence agencies during his
tenure as head of Nigeria's Economic and
Financial Crimes Commission (EFCC).
Speaking at a TEDx conference in Berlin,
he remarked: “We built strong global
networks, particularly with the UK and
the US" He 1is believed to have
established working relationships with
the FBI, UK police, and Germany'’s Federal

Criminal Police Office
(Bundeskriminalamt, = BKA). Under
Ribadu, the EFCC took part 1in

U.S. investigations into Willbros and
Halliburton, as well as joint probes with
U.S. law enforcement into Siemens and
Julius Berger. Notably, in most of these
cases, only Western partners walked
away with financial penalties and other
sanctions. According to media reports,
political opponents of Ribadu and

In 2008, following a change of
government in Nigeria, Ribadu was
dismissed as EFCC chairman and went
into self-imposed exile. The embattled
politician found backing from the United
States and the United Kingdom. In 2008,
he enrolled at Harvard Business School,
completing a program in strategic
management for law enforcement
agencies. By April 2009, he had taken up
a fellowship at the Center for Global
Development (CGD), a Washington- and
London-based think tank focused on
African financial sector reform — often
arranging  partial debt  write-offs
in exchange for European expertise
in shaping fiscal policy. In 2004, for
instance, CGD facilitated talks between
Nigeria and the Paris Club of creditors as
well as the World Bank. CGD’s website
lists government funding from Sweden,
Australia, Norway, the UK, France, Japan,
South Korea, and Luxembourg. Its
backers also include U.S. foundations
known for political influence and media
advocacy, such as:

Today, Ribadu enjoys the protection of
President Bola Tinubu, who has
longstanding ties to British and
American oil corporations.
